ABOUT OUR TRYOUTS.  Soccer tryouts for Tri-State Futbol Alliance teams are the best method the club has of evaluating players and forming teams 

according to strength. Competitive soccer, by definition, calls for the strongest players to be placed together to form the strongest possible teams to 

compete at the highest level possible. 

The tryout sessions will be held by age group and will consist of exercises and games designed to allow the coaching staff to evaluate the skills, Knowledge, 

and athletic potential of each player.  Players will be placed on a team based upon their skill and competitive level.  Existing TFA players must attend 

tryouts and will be re-evaluated for placement on teams.  Through the implementation of these tryouts we can evaluate and place players appropriately, 

and in the case where a player cannot be placed, we will do everything possible to give prompt notification. If at all possible, please plan on attending each 

day of tryouts for your age group. If you have to miss one of your scheduled dates, be sure to inform the TFA registration staff or the appropriate age group 

coordinator. 

Newcomers and those who miss the tryouts can be evaluated on an individual basis and placed on teams throughout the year; however, all evaluations and 

placements are subject to OSYSA rules and procedures.
